Cotes du Rhone Rouge, Mazets de St Victor, France

Grenache / Syrah blend with delicious dark bramble and blackcurrant flavours, juicy tannins and white pepper on the finish.

‘Pilot’s View’ Shiraz, Woodstock, Australia

Chocolate nuances with some mint, vanilla and spice highlight the underlying savoury tones and well-integrated oak.

Margaux, Sichel, France
Delicate blackcurrant and blackberry flavours with touches of oak on the nose and on the palate the wine exhibits elegance and finesse

Rioja Reserva, Campillo, Spain
Deep, complex aromas with very developed hint of fruit, leather and vanilla. On the palate, it is
powerful and full-bodied with a well-balanced tannic flavour on the finish.

Centenario Malbec, Goyenechea, Argentina
Deep-red in colour, with violet and purple highlights. Fruit notes and a distinctive smoky touch from the barrel.

Barolo, Italy

Garnet red with violet and rose aromas. Aged in oak, it has smooth tannins and developed savoury fruit flavours.

‘Parcelles 38’ Chateauneuf-du-Pape, Domaine Jérome Quiot, France
An intense, rich, concentrated red wine with a peppery edge complemented by an earthy nose.

Don Amado, Torreon de Paredes, Chile
Young with robust tannins and hints of black fruits, truffles, spices, tobacco and dark chocolate.

Cotes de Nuits-Villages, Albert Bichot, France
It reveals a very fresh aroma and offers a fragrance raspberries and blackberries with nuances of
chocolate. In the mouth it is ample and lively with a blackcurrant finish.
